The use of invalid Mezuzos, Tzitzis, Tefilin,and Torahscrolls, are
discussed in length, as well as the remedy for these terrible sins.

TheSefer Kedushas Yisroel, is a tome concerning the halachic con-
cepts of Yichud, Tzeniyus, and modest clothing, etc.which have been
culled from the four sections of the Shulchan Oruch.

The Sefer Hilchos Afiyas Hamatzos (The Baking of Matzos) and
theSefer Achilas Hamatzos (The Eating of Matzos) are two all-
encompassing works forming an encyclopedia to nearly all the laws of
Pesach and Matzos. These volumes have been accepted in the scholarly
world with great regard and acclaim.

Our sages advise us that there
are noble and righteous men who
possess the capability to “achieve
an astonishing amount of work in
their youth as much as a person in
his old age.” Such a man was the
great zaddik, Rabbi Yeshaia Zev
Gross, ztl. He was such an ac-
complished and complete person
that his innumerable good deeds
and activities in his young years
— including the establishment of
many institutions of Torah and
Charity would s suffice for a 70
year old person.

As he arrived in Haifa in 1948 —
a survivor of the Nazi hell — he
saw that many hundreds of
refugees who were streaming to
the shores of Israel were
abysmally poor, wandering
aimlessly without any hope for
the future. He promptly put away
all his private concerns and began
with fiery vigor to aid these poor
and depressed people. He es-
tablished a ‘“‘Kupath Malvah: (A
fund for lenders) which financial-
ly assisted these poverty-stricken
refugees and helped reestablish
them on a sound economic basis.

He also saw that Holocaust sur-
vivors had become alienated from
Judaism and were greatly
despairing.

He then undertook his most am-
bitious plan: ‘“MACHZIKE
TORAH"” and construction of a
synagogue with a beautiful
Mikvah. (Today hundreds ef his
pupils live in scattered parts of
Israel, educating young children
in the true path of Jerusalem.)

Initially, when he conceived the
idea of establishing these magnifi-
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cent institutions, the people of
this community were extremely
skeptical of the possibility that
such a frail person would possess
the capacity to erect and ad-
minister these large institutions
without the much needed aid. But,
they were pleasantly surprised
when this energetic young man
succeeded in a relatively short
period to fulfill his holy endeavor.

There are really no words to
describe the extaordinary work he
performed on behalf of Torah and
Charity. But one thing should be
pointed out: ‘‘Any Jew who was in
dire need of help knew that Rabl;i
Yeshaia Zev Gross, ztl. was the
address to go tc. and seek
aid. When the Jews of Haifa saw
this righteous man running
through the. streets, they under-
stood that he was on a sacred mis-
sion to assist his fellow brother
and sister.

One of his primary achieve-
ments was the rescuing of
hundreds of European refugees
from the secular kibbutzim.

He took them into his 6wn house
and single-handely fed them and
instilled in them a new spiritual
awareness of Judaism-until they
were ready to take their place in
society.

His family lived in an im-
poverished state; they resided in
an old, row, of dilapidated dwell-
ings. The institutions that he
helped construct proved to be
splendid buildings of Torah and
Yiddishkeit with the most mod-
ern facilities.

His hospitality to strangers and
guests is legendary in Israel es-




pecially in Haifa. It is well known
that strangers used to feel quite
at home in his house as he per-
sonally attended all their needs
with great enthusiasm. During
his lifetime in Israel, thousands of
Jews received lodging and food in
his home.

He delivered lectures on-many
Jewish themes, especially Friday
nights when his house was called
on by many people who were
eager to listen to his discourses on
the Bible.

He used to bitterly lament the
fact that in the formative years of
the state, not enough was done to
help alleviate the plight of thou-
sands of spiritually impoverished
Jews. In those early years over
600,000 children were tragically
seized by the cursed missionaries
and converted. He strongly felt
that this profound disaster could
have been avoided to a large ex-
tent.

In 1962, he decided to im-
migrate to America with his fami-
ly and interest our fellow Jews in
his institutions in Haifa. He also
desired to gather money in the
United States in order to build a
religious community in Eretz
Yisroel. In his place in Haifa, he
installed a very able and
scholarly person, Rabbi Eliyohu
Sternberg, — himself a builder of
numerous institutions of Torah in

Jerusalem and author of over 22
Seforim on various Jewish topics.

These were his olympian goals
and strivings as he arrived on the
shores of America. But G-d had
other plans, and this Young Tree
of Life was suddenly removed
by Heaven at the age of 39. As the
holy prophet Amos writes: ‘‘And
it shall come to pass in that day,

saith the L-rd, G-d, that I will
cause the sun to go down at noon,
and I will darken the earth in the
clear day.”’ (Amos, 8:9)

Our consolation for this tragedy
is that his Holy Torch of Torah is
being carried by hundreds of his
disciples from the Yeshiva in
Haifa, as they fervently spread
the word of G-d to numerous ir-
religious communities in Israel.

Also comtorting is that he left
children who are well-learned and
G-d fearing. Especially one son
who has become a widely known
scholar of profound erudition in
every aspect of Jurisprudence.
Rabbi Sholem Yehuda Gross is,
Rav of the Congregation Mogen
Shaul of Holmin, and head of the
Yeshiva and Kollel Bais Yeshaia
of Brooklyn, N.Y. This great
scholar has published over 100
booklets in Yiddish and 28
monumental seforim on every
facet of Jewish life. His out-
standing works have made an im-
pact with its exposure of scan-
dalous activities in the religious
world. A number of his seforim
have been reprinted numerous
times.

His seforim on Halacha, Musar,
Chasidus and the Holidays have
contributed in bringing back
numerous lost souls, into the
Jewish fold. This prodigious
scholar has many more works in
the preparatory stages and hopes
with G-d’s help to publish them
soon.

He attended tiie Yeshiva
Machzikai Torah” in Haifa. He
was ordained by outstanding
Torah authorities as: Hagaon
Horav S. Posen, Rav of Shapron;
the Mishkaltzer Rav, Hagaon
Horav Yehuda Gottlieb, Horav
Reb Naftali, Heinig of Shar-




mosh: Horav Shimon Miller, Rav
Yaakov Levovitz of Rapish and
Horav Alexander A. Babad.

In 1965 he married Tova, the
daughter of Reb Eliahu Butman
and have nine children.

He is also intensely active in the
vital area of Shechita, and he has
authored several works on this
complex subject, including sug-
gestions on various ways to cor-
rect the notorious abuses that are
so prevalent in numerous
religious circles.

This gaon inherited the
decency, courage and fortitude of
his esteemed father by spreading
Torah and truth throughout the
Jewish world without regard to
his own personal safety.

His work on Shechita and
Kashrus roused the fury of many
who feared that his holy task may
uncover their activities. Subse-
quently, he founded a yeshiva and
kollel Bais Yeshaia Mechon
LeHoroho Be’Shechita and
Bedika, an advanced academy for
the study of the laws of slaughter
and inspection. This unique in-
stitution has already succeeded in
training a number of young
shochtim.

The following are the major
seforim authored by, Rabbi
Sholem Yehudah Gross:

1. Nefesh Yeshaya (on
Machulos Asiros) — Prohibited
Food Two Volumes — In Hebrew
and English). This Sefer contains
a collection from over 100 various
scholarly, Hasidic and Musar
Seforim on the vital matter of
kashrus. It also presents in en-
cyclopedic form differing views
on the important subject of
kashrus. This sefer is a com-
prehensive. work on this topic.
Kashrus is the cornerstone of
Judaism:; without it we are just

like the other nations of the earth.
It is this that separates us from
the rest of the world and make us
worthy of being called the
““Chosen People of G-d.”

Unfortunately, in our period,
there has been a lack of vigilance
in the area of kashrus. It is hoped
that this monumental work will
stir everyone to realize the impor-
tance of this matter.

2. Gedulei-Yehuda (on Hilchos
Tzitzis.) This Sefer is a masterful
work on the Mitzvah of Tzitzis. In
it the Gaon shows how many
“religious”” Jews are indifferent
to the composition of the tzitzis
fabric and the size of the Talis
Katan — that it should conform to
Jewish law. He also points out
that several firms manufacturing
tzitzis in Israel deliberately mis-
lead the public in this area. This
sefer has also compiled a list of
over 100 remedies that this mitz-
vah of Tzitzis brings about if a
Jew fulfills its every detail.

3. Mezuzas Sholom (on Hilchos
Mezuza.) This Sefer caused a
great storm in the yeshiva world
as it displayed hair-splitting ques-
tions on the subject of mezuza. It
also showed extensive knowledge
in this area, unusual for a person
of his young age. This scholar ex-
plains in lucid form the laws of
mezuza which concern hotels,
bungalows, yeshivas, schools,
synagogues, hospitals and apart-
ment houses. It is an indispen-
sable sefer for those who care
about Judaism.

4. Michas Yehuda (on Cholov
Akum and Similac) — The author
rages against the Jewish world
for allowing small children to
drink non-Jewish milk. It causes a
grave contamination of the soul
that takes a lifetime to cleanse.




The gaon also informs the
public the importance of utilizing
the mother's milk for small
children. He quotes from
respected doctors who claim that
a mother’s milk is a deterrent to
all the diseases that afflict small
children. Likewise, usage of non-
Jewish milk for small children in-
creases the chances for them to
contact severe childhood ail-
ments.

Book Review

Rabbi S.J. Gross Issues Warning
Against Vaccinated Chickens

Releases New Sefer Concerning the
Laws Of Eating Chickens (4 Parts)

The Halminer Rav, Rabbi
Sholom Yehuda Gross Shlita, is
not a new face in the Torah world:
His seforim encompass many
areas of Jewish Halacha. This
young Scholar is already the
author of over 27 works relating to
Jewish Law.

We live in a period of great
technological discoveries that dai-
ly creates new problems in the
field of Kashruth and other impor-
tant areas. In these vital fields,
Rabbi Gross is a knowledgeable
person,

The Latest sefer of Rabbi Gross
concerns the problems of Kosher
chickens which are innoculated on
the day of their birth with a cer-
tain vaccine to protect them
against various diseases. Rabbi
Gross states that this vaccine,
that is injected in the neck of the
fowl, has a good chance of punc-
turing the windpipes thus render-
ing them non-kosher. In a recent
test conducted by the Jerusalem'’s
Beth Din of Eida Hacharedis,
they found that the vaccine did
penetrate and puncture the wind-
pipes of the chickens. Thousands
of G-d fearing Jews in Israel were
forced to halt eating poultry for a
period of time, until after tremen-
dous effort, other sources were
found that did not utilize this vac-
cine.

Rabbi Gross, however, was not
satisfied with the thoroughness of
his findings, and he made further
inquires by contacting the
Agriculture Departments of the
Federal and State Governments
and numerous veterinarians.
After discussing with them the
complex subject of chicken vac-
cination, he came away more con-
vinced about his strong misgiv-
ings about certain producers of
poultry who claim that their
chicken is strictly Kosher.

In his sefer, Rabbi Gross
reveals important letters from
the greatest Torah Authorities
who concur with the results of his
findings, and who make an impas-

sioned plea to all Rabbis and
leaders, especially those who are
involved in the area of Kashruth,
to unite under one Banner to
resolve this grave problem. They
particulary appeal to all the
poultry producers to be very
careful with the use of the words
“Glatt Kosher”, so as not to
deceive religous Jewry.

Rabbi Gross further declares,
in his new work, that after mak-
ing various investigations, he
found out that it is possible for
producers of Glatt Kosher poultry
to arrange a deal with many
farmers that they should not in-
ject their chickens with the
problem vaccine. As for the
Federal Government, it would not
be difficult at all to work out such
an arrangement, as Rabbi Gross
clearly shows in his letter from
Washington (Sefer Achilas Hatar-
nagolia p. 31)

The resolutions of this problem
would produce two positive
results: One in the area of
Kashruth; the other in the area of
Health.

In the fourth part of his sefer,
Rabbi Gross cites a Halachic rul-
ing from the Satmarea Rav

Shlita, who wrote about this
problem over 25 years ago. The
Rav then proclamied that there
could be a problem in Kashruth
with chickens that are in-
noculated with certain vaccines,

Rabbi Gross also brings forth
opinions from many scientists and
from the *“‘Food and Drug Ad-
ministration’”, which the press
recently reported, that the hor-
mones which are injected into
domestic animals and birds to fat-
ten them contain substances that
can cause cancer — G-d Forbid.
